U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service Update...

SSP
Education
Summit

June 2005
Report

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service Red Wolf Recovery Program invited the Red Wolf
Coalition to attend a Species Survival Plan (SSP) Education Summit held on June 3 ar
2005. Neil Hutt, RWC Board Chair, accepted the invitation and enthusiastically particip
in the group discussions and activities. This meeting represents the first time that the F
Wildlife Service, SSP members and the RWC have met together to talk about mutual r
recovery issues and to identify future directions mutually beneficial to all SSP member;
their target audiences. The last SSP meeting was held in 1997, and, after a review of i
accomplishments, new tasks were identified, projects prioritized and a plan of action al
timeline were determined.

The SSP shares common goals with the FWS and RWC such as the following:

* Developing a captive population of at least 330 animals and a wild population of
least 220 animals in order to preserve 80-85% of species diversity of the origing
population for the next 150 plus years.

* Maintain a stable, self-sustaining population of red wolves in captivity and in the

* Develop a model by which the Service can predict the approximate number of r¢
wolves needed for each reintroduction site.

* Continue the evaluation of the taxonomic status of the red wolf with a review of
current literature.

* Promote public education and outreach to create awareness and support for
preserveration of the endangered red wolf.

* Develop uniform red wolf messages and materials.
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Red Wolf Recovery Program activities:

* Pup countis at 41 (31 females; 10 males). Denning season has ended.

* The Sandy Ridge facility has 8 red wolves (7 females and 1 male) in captivity.

» There are 23 known packs in northeastern NC (a pack includes 2 or more red w

* Red wolf wildlife biologists (Art Beyer, Michael Morse, Chris Lucash, Leslie Sch
and Ford Mauney) continue aerial and ground telemetry monitoring and tracking
red wolves several times a week.

For the first time since 1998, a litter of red wolf pups has been born in the wild on
St. Vincent National Wildlife Refuge off the Gulf Coast of Florida. St. Vincent NWR
the only remaining red wolf island propagation site since the closure of Bulls Island
Romain National Wildlife Refuge, South Carolina and Horn Island, Mississippi. The
purpose of a propagation site is to give red wolves some experience in the wild bef
their release into mainland reintroduction sites like the red wolf recovery area in
northeastern North Carolina.

The mother of the pups is from the litter born in 1998. She spent time on Alligator F
National Wildlife Refuge before being brought back to St. Vincent National Wildlife
Refuge. The father of the pups was released on the island this past winter. After th
do some growing up and learn to hunt efficiently on St. Vincent Island, they will be
released in northeastern North Carolina to help increase the genetic diversity of the
population in the recovery area.
